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FREFACE
Family camping has been shown to be a beneficial
part of the Scouting program. Dad & Lad/ Mom & Lad Qutdoor
Frograms provide guality experiences for adultzs and youtH
alike. This paper wlll offer guidelines for the
administration of a successful Cub Scout Weekend Camping

Pragram.
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RATIONALE

Much has been written on the value of spending
quality time with our children. Volumes are available on
the necessity of parents’® spending time communicating with
vouth. Cub Scouting provides a unigue opportunity for
parents to participate in interesting activities with thelr
bovs.

In our hurried culture, few parents fTeel that they
have the time to relax with thelr children. Dad & Lad/Mom &
Lad Qutdoor Programs offer a rare opportunity for boys to
zhare their Scout Camp with their parents. It gives adults
a chance o “"go out to play" which we seldom get otheruwise.

Cub Scouts usually have little contact with EBay
Scouts akcept for Scout Show, Scout Sunday or other very
special events. These weekend campout programs offer a
unigue glimpse of Scouting as the colder boys enjoy 1t.
Seeing Scouts in uniform, speonsoring a program and managing
the activities, is a good introduction to outdoor camping
programs for the ycunéer bays. (1) It is also incentive for

the yvounger boves to stay in Scouting until they can assume
these lesadership roles. The Cubs look forward to being on
staff of Dad & Lads/Mom & Lad and te a week at summer camp in
a few yvears.

In the last Ltwenty years our entire family
structure has undergone an abrupt change with many
households now lacking resident Tather figures. Cub Scouts

with single mothers were mizsing out an Dad & Lad weekends
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because thay had no adult mazle to sponsor them in the
program. Junell Smith of Carthage, Texas is a single mother
who was willing to take the initiative and imsist that her
son be allowed to attend tha‘dahping program. #&fter being
turned away from two Dad & Lad weekends, she developed a Mom
& Me Camporee in the George W. Pirtle Scout Reservation so
that her son would not be left out. Three hundred moms and
lads arrived for the very first weekend. Mrs. Smith saw
" this as a way of showing Cub Scouts how bays can take charge
of a preogram, as the older Scouts ran the activities, It
alze encouraged those single mothers to allow their boys to
attend resident camp as Scouts, since they had seen 1t from

the inside_(2)

OTHER COUNCIL PROGRAMS

Many Councils now have successful outdoor camping
pragrams for Cub Scouts similar to the one In Sequoyah
Council. Arrangements and activities vary to suit each
individual situation, usually including canceing, swimming,
archery, riflery, nature study and camping skills. Time
schedules are more or less structured, alseo depending on the
situation.

Susquenango Council of Binghamton, MN.Y. has a
program sponsored by only ene troop. Troop 152 provides all
meals for 133 Webelos and directs fifteen fun activities

including target games, strength games and Scout crafti. One
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aspect of this program that differs from other programs is
that boys may attend without fathers.(2)

Owasippe Scout Reservation in Twin Lake, Michigan
iz a unigue sort of program in that mothers and fathers all
attend the weekend. This program begins on Friday night,
rather than Saturday morning, and the mothers do the
cooking.(4)

Cape Fear Area Council of Wilmington, N.C. has a
program in conjunction with the Family Services Agency of
Wilmington. This is a completely co-educational program,
usuall? numbering over one hundred campers. Their aim i1s teo
expose the public to the ideals of Scouting - character,
citizenship and fitness. The program 1s advertised through
Parsents Without Partners and the Hgéncy az well as Scouts.
There were the usual preoblems of men and wemen sharing
restroom Tacilities and ladies bringing curling irons to the
wilderness -- things that can be easily solved with
planning-— but there were alsc preblems of single parents
wanting te camp with other singles without bringing
voungsters. (5)

In the Javhawk &rea Councll of Topeka, Kansas,
there was oppnﬂiﬁion to Cub Scout camping in the beginning
and to Mom & Lad programs in particular "because...Scout
Camp [is] something for the guys."(&) Now the program is so
popular that a Mom & Me program has been suggested for
Seoubs because the mothers want to keep coming back to camp

as their boys grow older.
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"at least once in every family’s life there comes
the time to drag the tent from the basement, pound
the dust out|of the sleeping bags, and head for the
graat outdmorﬁ, Camping trips, alas, often turn
intoe regrettable 'adventures' long remembered,
never to be repeated. But, of course, it doesn’t
have fto be that way. Ask any Scout. He'll tell
vau camping is the most fun ever. and if vou tallk
to the youngsters® Scoutmaster, she’ll likely
explain that *the most fun eaver’ beging with
planning." (7)

HISTORY IN SEQUOYAM COUNCIL

The Dad & Lad program began in 1979 with a total

attendance of 580 men and bowvs on two weekends. In 1980 the
Pad & LLad was expanded to three weekends and 200 dads and
lads attended each weekend. 8y 1987, the need was evident
for a weekend to accommodate single mothers, too. The first
Mom & Lad weekend was held on the July 4th heliday and 96
boys and mothers attended. In 1988, there were 101 moms and
lads in attendance. The Dad & Lads/Mom & Lad Outdoor Camping
Program has consistently been a popular council event, now

axpecting a total of approximately 1,000 boys and parents

aach summer.
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PROACEDURE

The first step in any program is reviewing the
evaluation from the vear hefore. The first stafi meeting
should be held in early January. This meeting should
include the Council Dad & Lad Chairman, the preofessional in
charge of Cub Scouting at the Council level, any staff who
have already been chosen and the Ranger from the Scout
Reservation. Changes‘are discusszed, based on the previous
evaluations and staffing beginzs. all we¢kend directors
should be chosen and confirmed by the end of February.

The weekend directors have the responsibility of
recruiting their own adult and Boy Scout staff. The Scout
Reservaticon may have a resident staff who may be called upon
to cover the Cub Secout weekends, too. In addition to the
Reservation staff, the Cub Scout program will need ane or
two additional assistant weekend directors, a campfire
director, one certified rifleman on the rifle range, one
adult te supervise the archery range, one minister, one Boy
Seayut senlor patrol leader, four Boy Scout patrol leaders,
and one cartified Emergency Medical Techniclan or physician.

The registration forms and flyers should be ready
to mail by the end of Marcsh. Set a registration deadline
and get the information out in time for the parents to make
their vacation plans. This is alseo time to plan shirts, caps
and pateches. These may all be designed around a central

theme and color schame.
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One week before camp, our Dad & Lad weekend
director calls the Scout Reservation to confirm the number
of tents in each campsite. He receives from Council the
list of Dads and Lads registered Tor his weekend, printed
cut by pack number. From this list, the participants are
assigned to a campsite, keeping the packs in the campsite
together as much as possible. & few tents in each campsite
are left vacant for the passibility of late resistrations.

The Scout Camp Resident Staff will also be able to
tell him about any problems with the campsites,or any
reasans why a campsite should not be used. In one ilnstance
we had assigned our Cub Scouts to a campsite that had been
reserved far a Troop traveling from Florida te Pennsylvania,
stcpping:fcr cne night In our camp. We hastily reassigned
our persannel. The traveling troop arrived very late aon
saturday night, ate breakfast with us the next morning and
were on thelr wavy, atter a very pleasant sharing experiencs.
This was during a Mom & Lad weekend, and I think they were a
little surprised to find the Scout Camp full of women and
little boys in blue zhirts!

As the registrations are received from Council
Office, the participants are assigned to campsites and also
to groups. Our groups are named Apache, Cherokee, Comanche
and Mohawk. This iz the group with whom they will attend the
saturday afternoon activities. The participants need to be
assigned Lo groups by pack, with no particular attention to

rank or age of the boys. Thiz is a good way for the boys to



make new friends. Making camp assignments before the
arrival of the campers greatly simplified the check—-in
praocedure.

From 10:45 to 12:45 on Saturday, two assistant
directors register Dads and Lads or Moms and Lads from the
list prepared by the camp director. Participants are told
what campsite and group they are in and are given a
schedule. The assistants check names off the master list as
peaple arrive. One Dad and one Lad out of every ten people
iz assigned to be table waiter at dinner. Table assignments
are not made for the mess hall, allowing campers to sit
wherever they want at dinner and breakfast, but table
waiters must be aszsigned to augment the Resident Camp Staff.
The Boy Scout Staff are available to direct campers to their
camp aszignments and help carry gear.

Everyone 1s reminded to meet for orientation at a
central location as they check in. This orientation iz very
important for a gooed start to the afternoan acitivities.

The Director will begin the arientation, make annouﬁcamants.
malke sure everyone knows what group he is in, introduce the
staff, and explain the program. It iIs very lmportant to
start on time and be brief. At this peint in the program,
staff are positioned all over the camp and any delay and
subsequent time differentiations are very difficult to
coordinate. It Is just easler to start an time than to try

to change the activities timing at this point!
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From 1:00 to 5:30, Boy Scout Dad & Lad/Mom & Lad staff
Patrol Leaders lead each group te the four activities
(archery, canceing, riflery and swimming). The Senior
patrol Leader acts as trouble shooter and lalson betwesen all
four of the groups. He iIs also available to support‘tﬁe
adult staff, run errands, deliver equipment——in short,
anything ﬁhat needs to be daone around the camp. This is a
demanding position and one that regquires an older Scout with
good organizational skills and leadership ability.

While the Cub Scouts are out having a great time,
the adult staff is busy preparing faé dinner and the
Campfire Program. At about 2:00, the campfire ltself needs
to be laid and ready to light. (It is often a good ildea Lo
cover the wood with plastic in case of rain.) At about 2:45
the kitchen staff needs to be told exactly how many people
to expect for dinnmer. At 3:0¢, the dining hall needs to be
readied. Place numbers on the tables teo aid the table
waiters who were assigned earlier.

At &:20, Dad & lLad/Mom % Lad Boy Scout sStaff
canduct an impressive military flag ceremony. A suggested
procedure is in the appendix of this paper. For many of the
Cub Seouts, this is the first Boy Scout flag ceremony that
they have attended, so it needs to be crisp and well
prepared!

At 6:30 the doors are open for supper by Lhe Boy
scout Staff, on the command of the Director. Everyone

removes his cap and enters with signs up, standing silently
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at the tables until everyone has found a place. Philmont
grace, or the Scout Camp grace is recifed and everyone lis
seated., Announcemsnts are made at this time, while evervona
iz quiet and then they are allowed to leave the mess hall as
they finish eating.

Another popular fun activity for our Dads and Lads
is the Treasure Hunt after dinner. The Boy Scout staff has,
at some time during the aftermoon, hidden things around the
camp. In the past, this has been conducted like a scavenger
hunt or like a treasure hunt with one clue leading to the
fnexkt. In these two procedures only four or five boys ¢an
win each weakend, based on the number of prizes in the
budget. If it is conducted more like an Easter egg hunt,
every boy can win. For one Mom & Lad weekend, bubble gum
was mplaced in film c¢anisters and the canizters wers
scattered arcund the parade ground. Several of the film
canizters contained superballs or tiny cars and four of the
canisters ¢ontained siips of paper directing the finder to
the Trading Post to claim his prize. These were the four
big prizes that would not fit In the canisters. Litter
could have a problem with this type of hunt, but the boys
were reminded to put their bubble gum wrappers in the nearby
trash cans and they did a very good job of policing the
area.

At B8:50 the campers met in a central field to
proceed together to the Campfire. Twe lines are Farmed‘and

the campers walk silently to the amphitheatre. The campers

~
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have Flashligﬁts and the Boy Scout staff are positioned
along the path with their flashlights as guides. It is a
maving experlence to see 300 Scouts walking down a path
silently, with =signs up. The Campfire Pragram is usually
over by 10:00, & suggested program is In the appendix of
this paper. After the closing, the Boy Scout staff may need
to act as gulides again to get the campers back te their
campsites.

all staff members meet at the headguarters bullding
after Campfire for a "Cracker Barrvrel", usually feasting on
watermelon. This iz a good time fTor fellowship and critisue
af the dav’s activities.

sunday morning breakfast is conducted much like
dinner on Saturday. We have found that net all campers make
it to bréakfast. The Scoutsz who are returning for the
secand or third Dad & Lad summer often put snacks in their
packs and forego breakfast for a little extra sack time.

At 9:00 the campers arrive at the chapel for the
Sunday service. The Bay Scout staff act as ushers, seating
people and distributing bulletins. They will also take up
the collection for the World Fellowship Fund, if it is
decided to do that. Each Dad & Lad/ Mom & Lad Weekend
Director needs to have a brief inspirational message
prepared in case the minister 1s late arriving or does not
find his way tc camp.

Check out iz aftter Chapel, even if the camgers do

ot attend the service. The Council Coordinator will use
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the master list of campers from Saturday check~in to
distribute patches for everyone attending the weekend. We
have found that it works better to have ane representative
from each pack collect the patches feor the entire pack
rather than having the individual campers come For their
patches.

The final step of every weekend is turning the camp
back over to the Boy Scouts for the next week of resident
camp. The Boy Scout staff and rhe adult staff cooperates
with the Resident Camp Staff in securing the camp. Every
campsite must be checked for litter and to make sure the
tents are left in the prescribed configuration. The Scout
Camp Ranger will be on hand to outline exactly how he
expects the camp to be left. As responsible Cub Scout
leaders we always want bto leave the camp better than we
found it, so that we will be invited back the next time.

Mom % Lad Weekends are run exactly like the Dad &
Lad Weskends with the possible exception of the latrines.
=or the ladies, we put curtains over the entrances Lo the
latrines and everyone is expected to vall before they go Ln.
The Cub Scouts are always willing to guard the deor for
their mothers. They enjoy taking care of her. Ancther
Small.difference in having women in camp -1s that the Bovy
S¢out.Mam 2 Lad staff are often expected to help ocut more
with carrving gear and reassuring the campers than they

would be with the fathers. There iIs usually one racoon in a
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tent before the Weekend is over and the mothers feel better
having Boy Scouts around to chase them off.

These procedures are geared for ona program in ane
camp. They are guldelines tﬁat have worked for our
situation over the last several yvears. We feel that they
could be modified to work in any Scout Camp.
